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Dear Residents 
 
The end of the year is once again drawing near.  It is frightening how fast the years seem to fly past. 2006 has been an 
eventful year for Sunninghill, with more and more development taking place, some good and some not so good.  Our 
vehicles have all taken a hammering with all of the roadworks in the area and we won’t even talk about the task of trying 
to keep them clean.  The end however is not far off!  The information I have is that the K60 will be open for use before the 
end of this year.  This will be wonderful for all the residents in Sunninghill who are so tired of detours, trenches, holes in 
the roads and traffic jams.  The opening of the K60 will be particularly pleasing for those residents living in Sunninghill 
Estates and of course our area, Sunninghill Gardens.  We hope that the opening of this road will cause a significant 
reduction of non-resident traffic through both these residential areas.   For Sunninghill Gardens 2006 has been a busy, 
productive and successful one.  We have experienced no floods, less crime, had new paving and new CCTV camera’s 
installed and even some criminals caught by our security staff.    We welcomed some new residents into our area and the 
new complex in Lingerette road is almost complete.  The developer has assured us that they will have finished everything 
and would have moved out by the time the builders holidays begin in December.  To the new residents of Ealington, we 
welcome you to our family.  Last but not least Sunninghill Gardens celebrated our 10th birthday this year, with the most 
amazing party that will live in our memories for quite some time. 
 
2007 promises to be just as exciting as 2006 has been.  At our AGM in July, residents voted to upgrade the Tana 
entrance with new guardhouse and new island gatehouse structures.  The existing ones as you all have noticed are 
looking very tatty.  I am pleased to be able to inform residents that your committee has made excellent progress on this 
our latest project.  We are in the process of finalizing plans and drawings and hope to be able to start on the construction 
of these new structures early in the New Year.  We also have yet another new complex being built in our area and that is 
the one at the Tana Entrance to Sunninghill Gardens.  Sunninghill Gardens is in constant contact with the project 
manager for this development and has a good working arrangement with them. As you will have noticed the demolition 
work has been completed and they have now begun with the civil work.  It is envisaged that this will be complete by the 
end of January.  The construction of the units will begin in February if all goes according to plan.  Sunninghill Gardens has 
also reached an agreement with the developer with regards to security, the number of labourers housed on the site, 
where they will be housed and has obtained written permission from them for our security to do raids and checks on the 
site when ever we deem it necessary.  Once the labourers move in, we will be given a list of those allowed to remain on 
site with copies of their ids.  This will enable Top Security and the SAPS to visit this site frequently to check and make 
sure that only those allowed on site are indeed those we find on site.  
 
 SECURITY MATTERS: 
 
We are once again heading towards the Christmas Season and we ask that all our residents take extra care when it 
comes to their security and securing their possessions.  Make sure your alarms are in good working order , make sure 
you arm them at all times, including when you are asleep at night .  A large number of house breakings occur when 
people are at home asleep in bed, between 02h00 and 04h00.  Criminals know that people do not set their alarms at this 
time.  We have seen an increase in crime recently as the criminals start their Christmas shopping.  Top Security has been 
very busy at night, rushing from one panic activation to another.  
 

·  There have been a number of “sightings” of criminals in gardens, tampering with gates etc.  The police have 
been called and our dedicated vehicle with backup Top Security vehicles have been scouring our area looking for 
these individuals, but with no luck. 

·  There was also a hi-jacking outside of our booms in a complex in Nanyuki road on Wednesday the 1st of 
November at night.  A lady was followed back from the shops by hi-jackers who forced their way into her 
complex, injuring the guard on duty before they made off with her handbag and car.  The vehicle I believe was 
found by the police on the other side of Sunninghill later.  I am awaiting more details on the vehicle used to 
commit this crime from our Sector Police Manager so that we can distribute these to our residents to be on the 
lookout for.  Please be alert to those around you when you go to the shops and especially the bank.  If you 
suspect you are being followed, take no chances, do not go home but phone Top Security on 0861867732 and 
have them meet you at the booms so they can escort you home.  You should all program this number into your 
cell phone on speed dial in case of a problem. 
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·  I have received a report from a resident in a complex who had noticed that someone has been tampering with 

her burglar proofing trying to loosen it presumably with the intention of breaking in at a later date and thus having 
easy access.  This tampering occurred when she took her dogs for a walk on Wednesday evening.  Please check 
for this sort of thing.  It could be happening to you and you don’t even know, until they break in that is. 

 
This time of the year is always a security nightmare, lets not make it easy for the criminals, if we all are vigilant they 
will not succeed. 

EMERGENCY NUMBERS  - As you are all no doubt aware, in the case of an emergency you have to phone 10111.  We 
have had a number of reports of residents having problems when using this number, if you dial it from certain parts of 
Sunninghill you end up getting through to Benoni…. Not much help that is… We have been informed by the head of the 
Police reservists that a better number to use is 112 from your cell phone.  Remember that you can ask for a reference 
number when you do use any of these two numbers. Now I know if it is a dire emergency you might not be thinking of 
reference numbers, but if we do ask for a reference number, we then have some recourse should we not be satisfied with 
the response we get to our cry for help.  The SAPS are trying very hard to eliminate inefficiency in their midst and this is a 
way that we can help them do so. 

COMPOST SELLERS – A few weeks ago one of our residents was “ripped off” by men selling compost in Sunninghill 
Gardens.  PLEASE DO NOT BUY COMPOST from anyone selling door to door.  He was quoted R800 for his lawn but 
when they finished they wanted over R2000.00.  They were extremely aggressive and threatened him.  They even went 
so far as to follow him out of the area so he could draw the money.  The guards at the booms have been given 
instructions to not let these individuals into the area, should they refuse to turn back they are to call the armed response 
car with their radio so that they can be escorted out the area. 

DOMESTIC FORUM: - The Domestic Forum meeting was held at 09:00 at Unisys on the 1st of November.  Sunninighill 
Community and Sunninghill Gardens would like to thank all employers who allowed their domestic workers to attend this 
vitally important meeting.  The SAPS Sector Manager as well as Captain Makate spoke during the meeting and the 
following was discussed:   

·  Never inform a caller that your employer is not home  
·  Never inform your security company should you be going away on holiday  
·  Be vigilant and alert at all times, should you suspect any kind of criminal activity taking place in your community 

please call either Mr Malatjie or Captain Makate on their cell phones to inform them.  All information given is kept 
confidential and names will not be requested.  Should you be unable to call you are welcome to sms a please call

·  Be aware that criminals do pose as police officers  
·  Never give out your address/name or employers name to anyone
