Although two is two too many, | am very pleased that our crime
over the last few months seems to have dropped and stayed at

this level. Do not however become complacent, there is a lot of crime around our area and we should never think that
because we live in Sunninghill Gardens we will not become a victim of the criminals that are amongst us.

The smash and grabs that have plagued Sunninghill continue. We would like to remind residents that the best way to
avoid becoming a victim of these thugs is to ensure that you do not leave your handbags, cellphones, briefcases etc
where they can be seen. They will not smash your window if they do not see anything worth steeling. We would also like
to warn resident to be very careful when traveling through the Witkoppen/Bowling intersection late at night. Recently one
of our residents was on her way home at around 03h00 and had slowed down when approaching the intersection when
she noticed in her side mirror a man running towards her vehicle carrying a fire-arm. Needless to say after checking that
there were no oncoming cars she put foot and raced away. This was a most perturbing incident, smash and grab
criminals do not often operate at this time of the morning and don’t normally carry fire-arms. If you do use this intersection
please be VERY ALERT as to your surroundings.

The SAPS have once again asked us to warn residents to be on the lookout for vehicles following them. There have been
a number of driveway robberies in Sandton and many of these are when residents are followed home from the airport or a
shopping centre. The disturbing thing is that when questioned later, these victims say that they noticed that there was a
car following them and yet they still drove straight to their home. We in Sunninghill Gardens are one of the few fortunate
to have our own dedicated armed response vehicles. If you think that you are perhaps being followed, phone Top
Security on 0861867732 or 786-0752 and ask for the vehicle to meet you at the boom and escort you home. They will do
this willingly.

While we mention Top Security | would like to commend them on their armed response. We have an excellent group of
dedicated armed response guards in our area at present and | have recently received many emails from residents who
have been very happy with their performance. As all know | often go out at all times of the day and night to check on our
guards and have been very pleased with their patrols and performance in general.

DOMESTIC WATCH

The first of the new domestic forum meetings was held recently at Unysis. This first meeting was by all accounts a
successful one and the feedback | received from some of the domestics that | gave a lift back to Sunninghill Gardens
was very positive. The domestics were introduced to our new Sector Police Manager Cst. Malatjie and Inspector
Pillay. Cst. Malatjie spoke to the domestics in their own language and | was pleased to see that there was a lot of
interaction between them and the Police, with suggestions and questions asked and answered. The turnout was
good, of those who attended only 3 came from outside of Sunninghill Gardens. We would like to encourage more to
attend the next meeting which will be held on Wednesday the 4th of October at 09h00 at Unysis. Although we would
obviously like more from Sunninghill Gardens to attend, we would also like to appeal to residents living in other parts
of Sunninghill to send their domestics to these meetings. Our ward Councillor Deppe said a few words and informed
the domestics of new plans to improve the public transport system ahead of the soccer world cup. This new transport
system is very exciting and will hopefully be more efficient and a lot cheaper than the current transport being used.
These plans were met with much enthusiasm from domestics. Many issues were discussed today and | have been
asked by Cst. Malatjie and the domestics to mention one to our residents and that is the need for remote panic
buttons. As our domestics are often left in charge of our homes and children during the day, they are often the ones
who face crime. They all agreed for the need for remote panic buttons. These can be carried on them at all times as
they are often in a part of the house were there is no fixed panic button or out in the garden hanging up washing or in
their rooms where they are vulnerable when there is a house robbery. WE ENTRUST SO MUCH TO OUR
DOMESTICS AND IT IS THEREFORE OUR DUTY to protect them. The cost of a remote panic button is very small.
Please take their request seriously and contact your security provider to organise this.
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DOMESTIC WATCH CONTINUED:
We plan to make these meetings as interesting as possible for our domestics and as a result at the next meeting we plan

to have someone from the Council Health Dept saying a few words. We would like to thank the SAPS for their
commitment to making Sunninghill safer for all of us. We would also like to thank Unysis for their hospitality.

SUNNINGHILL GARDENS PARK: The Sunninghill Gardens office has received a
number of complaints recently with regard to resident’s behaviour in our park. The
two most common complaints are:

Residents bordering on the park have complained of motorized bikes being used in the park. Please note that it
is illegal to ride any motorised bikes in a park, it is also poses a danger for children playing in the park.
Sunninghill Gardens puts a lot of effort, time and money into maintaining this park and motorised bikes of any
kind cause damage. When using this park, it is important that residents be considerate to those living next to the
park. The noise caused by these motorised bikes, especially over the weekend is of concern to many of the
residents living alongside the park. The only form of bikes allowed in the park are non-motorised ones, such as
bicycles.

In this day and age, we are all exposed to an enormous amount of pressure and stress. This can be seen by the number
of road rage incidents reported in the newspapers. The only way we can survive in an area where we all live in such
close proximity to each other is to show tolerance. Many problems such as those mentioned above are caused by
resident’s intolerance of each other. Our area is one that is full of animals, children and teenagers. What makes our area
so special is that due to our crime prevention and our community building we are able to walk our animals in the streets
and in the park. Where else do you see children in the streets riding their bikes or playing in a park. Where else do you
see the number of walkers, joggers etc that Sunninghill Gardens has. | quote from an email sent to me recently from one
of our residents: “We have as a community over the past years fought tooth and nail to make our area a safe

haven so the younger community could have the freed om to use the roads and parks without the parents h aving
to worry about crime and muggings. | think patienc e should be practised all round and let the youth e njoy their
little bit of freedom that we as a community have ¢ reated for them by our enclosed areas. We were all  young at
one point, rather let them be out in the open than drinking and drugging in the park as many other com munities
battle in their areas with these issues.” Having said this, it is also up to us as residents and parents to make sure that
we practice courtesy to those around us.
