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ANNOUNCEMENT OF NEW SUNNINGHILL GARDENS SECURITY SE RVICE PROVIDER 
 
At a Special General Meeting held on the 11th of April the Sunninghill Gardens Homeowners Association 
received a unanimous vote from its members to put into action a plan to implement pro-active community 
patrolling and policing in Sunninghill Gardens.  We received quotes for the above plan from 5 different security 
companies, including the security company which had the majority of clients in Sunninghill Gardens, Top 
Security.  We are pleased to be able to announce that after negotiations we have signed an agreement with 
one of these companies that we feel will indeed create an environment where it is difficult to operate as a 
criminal and create an area that says “we have zero tolerance” with regards to crime.  As of 1st May 2007 
Savika Armed Response (Pty) Ltd has taken over as the new official Sunninghill Gardens Security Provider for 
community patrolling and armed reaction.  Savika have signed a Service Level Agreement and Penalty 
Agreement with the Sunninghill Gardens Homeowners Association.  This service level agreement we feel will 
benefit both Savika and ourselves and in addition to providing us with we believe improved security and 
cheaper armed reaction it will also enable us to have more say and more control over the service provided to 
us.   

 
 
Savika have placed two and at times three vehicles in the area to tide us over until the majority of all our 
members are linked up to their control room.  We ask members to do this as soon as possible.  The link up to 
this patrol vehicle will only be available to members of the Sunninghill Gardens Homeowners Association and 
the cost is R125pm, a huge saving on the normal armed response fee of between R300 – R500 pm members 
are currently paying.   We have found that some residents who live in cluster and townhouse complexes in 
Sunninghill Gardens are not sure if they are members of our homeowners association.  If you live in any of 
these complexes you are automatically members and are therefore entitled to join up with Savika for only 
R125pm:  Monte Vista;  Sint Maartens; Falcon Gate; Duna Manor; Sabi Sands; Via Avellano; Ealington;  
Walnut Place;  Santana;  Tudor Rose clusters;  Tudor Rose Lodge ;Charleston Crescent;  St Geran ; Villa 
Torre;  Valencia Estates; Malindi;  Entabeni.  We would encourage those members who have not previously 
had armed response to take advantage of this incredibly low fee and link up now.  The more people linked to 
Savika the more difficult it is for criminals to operate.  I do believe that one of the reasons we often have more 
problems with crime in the townhouse and cluster complexes is the fact that criminals know that a lot of 
residents in complexes do not have armed response.  
 
Savika Armed Response have a caravan in our main park with a representative in it between 10h00 to 13h00 
on Saturdays who will be able to assist members with monitoring contracts etc so that the installation of 
transmitters can begin as soon as possible.  Measures have been put in place to assist those members who 
have existing contracts and lease agreements with other security providers and who would like to be linked to

our community patrol vehicle.  This should be discussed and mentioned to the Savika representative when you 
meet them at the caravan.  
 
Another positive I must pass onto residents is the fact that I received a call from Savika informing me that they 
had created a logon for me into their vehicle tracking system.  I am now able to access this system and see 
exactly where our patrol vehicle is at any time.  This system also allows me to check on the history of the 
movement of this vehicle.  In other words I can see if he leave the area, is sleeping, where he is patrolling, for 
how long etc.  This kind of open relationship is new to me.  When speaking to them about this, they told me 
that it is not in their interest to “hide” anything from us, but need us to work with them to enable them to give to 
us the service that we want.  WELL DONE SAVIKA.  We all know that there will be teething problems at some 
stage, especially when dealing with people (although I have not caught them out yet), but they are committed 
to working with us to sort them out when and if they do arise.

We like to provide our domestics with a snack on 
these days and often give them hand outs, laminated cards etc.  Unfortunately we have no funds for this and 
would like to build up a small budget to enable us to do the above, so any small donation would help.  As of next 
month Netcare have kindly offered to give CPR courses to our domestics.  These will be basic 1hour practical 
courses and will be run at the same time as our domestic forum meetings.  These courses do not qualify for any 
certificates but could save a life.  They can only take 4 people at a time and will only be able to perform this 
function every 2nd month.  The bookings for these courses will be on a first come first serve basis.  If you are 
interested in your domestic taking this course, please phone Nicola on (011) 234-3888 and put your name down.
