As they succeed in
reducing crime in the other parts of Sunninghill, we will see less pressure on us. There are now
dedicated vehicles in the rest of Sunninghill and weekly raids on squatter sites and stop and search
operations occur with Savika and Chubb assisting the SAPS and the Metro Police.
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We all need to continue working together as one to make sure that we keep these stats down at this level.
Sunninghill Gardens has not seen stats at this level of between 0 and 1 incident per month for many years.
Keep your eyes and ears open and phone the 0861savika/728452 should you see anything suspicious or out
of the ordinary. A false alarm is always better than a crime committed. Keep your eyes on our security, be it
the dedicated patrol vehicle or the guards at the booms, if you notice them not performing their duties, take
down the time and the day, the name of the guard or a short description of him and pop me an email so that |
can deal with them. All of this is important so that | can identify which one is at fault.

Having said this, the guards, both patrol vehicle and boom guards have been informed that there is a
competition going to be held. The winner of this competition will be named “guard of the month” and will
receive a bonus. The criteria are a guard who a) performs his duties efficiently b) is neat in appearance and c)
is friendly.

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Mama She’s Waste Recyclers - Proposal for kerbside recycling in Sunninghill

Representatives from the Sunninghill Gardens Homeowners Association recently met with an Environmental
Scientist from Mama She’s Waste Recyclers after we read an interesting article about them in the Fourways
Review. We South Africans are far behind the rest of the world when it comes to recycling. There are | believe
two reasons for this: 1) uninformed of the importance of recycling and 2) lazy as it is just “too much hassle” to
have to sort our garbage. Well we plan to change that here in Sunninghill. We plan to educate our residents,
employees etc on why recycling is so important and we have found a company that will not only take the
“hassle out” of recycling but will provide much needed employment to unskilled people in our country. Here is
a little about Mama She’s Waste Recyclers, read it and then we will tell you how it will work in our area:

“Mama She’s Waste Recyclers specialises in collecting recyclables such as plastic, glass, cans and paper.
All of the mixed collected recyclables are taken to the Material Recovery Facility (MRF) where they are
separated and baled. We pride ourselves in the fact that the MRF was the first, and is currently the only one
of its kind in Johannesburg. Our proposal responds to the request by Sunninghill Community Security for
weekly kerbside collections of recyclables from the residential units in Sunninghill. The objective of this
project is to: Encourage residents to recycle; educate the public about what is and is not recyclable; for
general households to place recyclables on the kerbside without having to travel to a recycling station; to
prevent the waste of potentially useful materials; to minimize quantities of waste being disposed of at landfill
sites.”

How the proposed Sunninghill blue-bag program will work:

Residents will be requested to put all of their recyclables into blue refuse bags (which they are required to purchase — you
can buy these at most shop and the Sunninghill Spar do stock them- we also sell these), and to place these bags outside
every Thursday next to their wheelie refuse bin. Pikitup will empty out the bins while Mama She’s Waste Recyclers will
collect the blue bags, which are taken to the Material Recovery Facility (MRF) where their contents are separated, baled
and sent for re-processing. This is an environmentally conscience way of “disposing” of one’s household waste, which
would otherwise be dumped at one of our nearly overflowing landfill sites where it would go to waste. *Please note that
all of the recyclables can be put together in the s ame blue bag, and all packaging material for fooda _ nd
beverages needs to be rinsed*

List of recyclables:

Glass: The following glass can be recycled: Beverage bottles; Food jars with lids (used for jam, mayonnaise, tomato
sauce etc)

Metal The following metal can be recycled: Beverage cans; Food tins; Lids of glass containers; Aluminum foil and foll
packaging; Paint and aerosol cans (leave labels on the cans as their contents are viewed as hazardous and recyclers
need to know what was in them)

Plastic The_following plastic can be recycled: Food and beverage containers (hard plastic as used containers for ice
cream, milk, juice, bottled water, soft drinks, milk, butter and margarine); Household cleaner containers (hard plastic such
as that used for cleaners such as Handy Andy, bleach, dishwashing liquid, fabric softener); Plastic bags (soft plastic such
as that used to wrap magazines, six-packs of beer or packs of toilet paper); Cling-wrap.

Paper_The following types of paper can be recycled: White office paper ; Magazines and books (glossy magazines and
inserts printed on glossy paper are recyclable, as long as nothing is laminated) ;Newspaper ;Cardboard, Cardboard
boxes and cereal boxes; Tetrapak (fruit juice and milk containers that seem to be made out of paper, but are lined with foil
and plastic)

The following may not be recycled . NO laminated or waxy paper (such as that often found in boxes used for tomatoes
or bananas) ; NO waxy paper ream wrappers; NO punch confetti; NO carbon paper; NO stickers ;NO pyrex; NO ceramics
(cups, saucers, plates etc) ;NO drinking glasses ;NO light bulbs or tubes.
