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CRIME REPORT: 
 
Crime in the entire Sandton has increased as can be expected given the time of year.   What is of concern is 
the change in the crime pattern.

After having been a victim myself a year ago I ask,  why should we 
feel relieved, why should any law abiding person who has been beaten up or had a gun put to their head feel 
relieved and lucky?  We are indeed not lucky at all and it is a sad reflection on our Country that we have 
become so used to this violence that we feel lucky if we are not raped or murdered!!  So what do we do about 
it?  Do we pack our bags and leave?  Do we become negative and feel that there is no hope for the future?  Or 
do we get up, dust ourselves off, say “I will not be a victim” and fight back?  We have one of the most beautiful 
countries in the world, with the best climate and wonderful friendly people, what’s there not to fight for?  We 
have a number of problems in our Country, but we also have a number of successes.  Crime is the biggest 
stumbling block our country is facing and is threatening to spiral out of control.  Lets all take a stand together to 
rid our Country of this scourge.  How to do this?  Simple really, make a conscious decision to be positive, 
become involved… don’t be apathetic …… be a team player.  If we stand together, whatever our race, religion 
or political persuasion, our involvement can make a difference to all our lives - remember crime affects us all.   
 
Sunninghill Gardens has not seen an increase in crime as have other parts of Sunninghill and for this time of 
year it is quite an achievement.  This can be attributed to all the security measures we have put in place, the 
continuous evaluation of our security that takes place and the community working as one.  We have to keep 
one step ahead of the criminals.  Our booms, CCTV, streetlights, speedhumps, pro-active patrol vehicles, 
grass cutting, building site raids etc all help to keep the crime down.  All these things are paid for and have 
been paid for by our supporters, those who feel as passionate about our area as we do.  Let us not however 
become complacent, let us not let our guard down.  As we head towards a well deserved rest period, 
remember, we are not the only ones doing Christmas shopping. 
 
Security tips: 

·  The most common violent crime is when you have been followed home from either the airport or 
shopping centre.  Be extremely careful when drawing large amounts of cash at the bank.  Be careful 
when doing your Christmas Shopping.  MAKE SURE you are not being followed!!!  Check your review 
mirrors regularly and if you suspect you might be followed, DO NOT ENTER your complex or home.  A 
number of driveway robberies have occurred at the entrances to complexes in other parts of Sunninghill 
so whatever you do, don’t think that if you live in a complex you will not be affected by this sort of 
crime!!  If you notice a car behind you and its been there for a while, phone 0861savika and let the 
dedicated vehicle escort you into your property. 

·  If you are expecting visitors from overseas, warn them of the dangers of being followed from the airport 
this form of crime occurs on almost a weekly basis. 

·  Never enter your property if there is a car parked in the street or people are standing near your 
entrance, rather go around the block. 

·  Make sure you test your alarms and electric fences on at least a fortnightly basis.  Arm your alarms at 
night when you are asleep.  All sorts of things can occur to interfere with signals reaching the control 
room, especially in summer with all the rains and storms.  Don’t take a chance!! 
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Security tips (continued): 
 

·  Make sure your alarm is not giving false alarms.  This is not only extremely annoying for your 
neighbours, but causes both neighbours and security companies not to take it seriously when they do 
go off for a reason. 

·  Inform your neighbours that you are going away so that they can keep an eye on things for you.  Do not 
tell anyone else.  The fewer that know the better. 

·  Have someone collect your junk mail and put your lights on a time switch.  Lights and mail are a sure 
sign of whether the property is occupied or not. 

·  If your domestic is looking after your property for you while you are away, make sure you re-enforce 
security procedures with them.  Make sure they understand that they are not to let anyone into your 
property without your approval, no matter who they claim to be, what markings they have on their 
vehicle and what uniform they are wearing.  Recently someone in Sunninghill Park was robbed by 
someone claiming to work for Eskom, in an Eskom overall and driving a white bakkie.  He of course did 
not work for Eskom. 

·  Make sure your domestics do not answer questions over the phone.  An enormous amount can be 
found out about your whereabouts and movements from your domestics by people who ask cleverly 
phrased questions.  Standard answer can be, she can’t come to the phone now, but she will be back 
any second now. 

·  A number of residents do not make use of their garages to park their vehicles; it is therefore very easy 
for anyone to see when you are not at home ….
